Middle School Discipline Plan

Refreshed and Reviewed for 6™, 7", and 8" Grade

Aside from this week being busy with parent/teacher conferences, the K-6
classes enjoyed Valentine’s Day parties on Thursday and the middle school
student’s awareness about school expectations for their behavior was
heightened by our renewed emphasis on student discipline.

The “new” PRA Middle School Discipline Plan for 6™, 7 and 8™ grade
has been published in a different format. School expectations have not
changed, but how they are communicated and enforced has had a remake
in this plan. This year teachers have been talking with their students about
three primary rules for PRA: Be Respectful, Be Responsible and Be Safe.
The updated plan needed to reflect this emphasis and also include a more
specific and consistent reporting and follow-up process for misbehaving
students.

You are encouraged to read this discipline plan by going to the Parent Page
on the PRA Website and clicking on MS Discipline Plan on the left
sidebar. Our focus at this time is on middle school (6-8). However, these
expectations are applicable across all grades and students in grades K-5
will continue to be held accountable. At the start of the 2009-10 school
year, a new format for a K-5 plan will be published.

An important component of this plan is that an Office Referral Form can
be submitted by any school staff member who has observed an offence or
discipline issue that he or she decides should be reported. It will be the
administration’s responsibility to follow-up with the written referral within
one school day. This responsibility is to apply an appropriate consequence
for the misbehavior or infraction, not to second-guess the judgment of the
adult who made the referral. The form will be sent home as notification
and for a parent signature.

As with any discipline plan the support of parents is paramount to making
it successful. This plan is not for “the other kids”. This includes your
child, too! Even those students who are most often the best behaved will
make a misstep. Adolescence and peer relationships will at times
negatively influence a young teenager’s best judgment. It won’t be the end
of the world if your son or daughter receives an Office Referral Form.
Look on it as a learning experience, not a ticket to juvenile hall or as
unrecoverable damage to your child’s self-esteem. Being disciplined for
misbehavior should be accepted as an opportunity to mature and to learn to
be a responsible young adult.
