Have you noticed the construction on our playground over the past few 

weeks?  Are you wondering what it’s for?   
 

Last spring, Platte River Academy’s PTO hosted a Silent Auction to raise 

money for a Pavilion on our playground.  With a huge amount of help 

from our parents, teachers and outside community members we raised 

$23,000 for this much needed structure.  We did so well at this event that 

we were able to purchase two pavilions for our school.  What you see 

completed on the playground now is Phase I with new drainage added to 

the playground, a 3-foot high retaining wall and a 20’ x 40’ cement slab. In 

the coming weeks the Phase II will begin. This will consist of the 

installation of two pavilions: one 20’ x 20’ structure on the new cement 

slab and the other a 12’ x 12’ structure located on the grass by the 1
st
 grade 

class rooms. Additionally, there will be two 8-foot picnic benches placed 

under the larger pavilion, two new trash cans, and two hop scotch games 

painted on the cement.   
 

As I watch this project come to fruition, I am constantly reminded of the 

massive undertaking by so many to make all the above things happen.   A 

heartfelt thanks to my Committee Chairs, Jenny Nicholson and Diane 

Phillips, for all their efforts and countless hours dedicated to this event, to
