To purchase Scrip:

To order online : Go to www.shopwithscrip.com and set up an account. Click on 'not
a member', and follow the instructions using PRA's enrollment code #
7F5EB3A3574L (case sensitive). To help you set up the account, and to assist you
with the online ordering process Scrip has a tutorial (see "Scrip Tutorial’ below). The
ordering process is as follows:

* Order online

* Print out the order confirmation page (we suggest you print a copy for your records
as well)

* Pay online via 'Presto Pay' (see below) OR write a check made payable to PRA
PTO, and send check and order confirmation page with your student to school before
delivery.

* If you have any questions about online ordering, please contact our Scrip
coordinator at krisanderic@g.com .

Ordering Deadlines - You will need to have your online order in by the first Friday of
every month by NOON to be delivered by the following Friday.

Picking Up Your SCRIP - You will need to come into the school to pick up your
order from Teresa Schuy at the front desk. Teresa will be available Monday through
Friday 9:30 am — 6:00 pm. If alternate pick up arrangements need to be made please
contact Teresa at tschuy@platteriveracademy.com

Presto-Pay - This is a convenient way for you to pay for your order online. With
Presto-Pay your payment will be electronically deducted from your checking account,
and GLSC (SCRIP) will accept your payment and forward to PRA to pay for your
order.

Once you have successfully enrolled, and verified your bank account information you
will have the option of paying for your order with Presto-Pay. When you choose
Presto-Pay, they will debit your checking account for the face value amount of your
order, plus a small convenience fee of $0.39, and hold that payment until PRA
releases our combined order to GLSC. You can still pay for Scrip via check (even
after signing up for Presto-Pay), and will have the option to select your payment type
each time you order during the check-out process. If you pay for your order with
Presto-Pay, and your payment is returned or rejected for any reason, we will:

* CANCEL your order if it has not been released by your coordinator, OR

* If your order has been released by PRA, they will CHARGE PRA for the face value
of your order, PLUS A BANK CHARGE OF $30.00. You will then owe PRA PTO
that full amount. PLATTE RIVER ACADEMY WILL ALSO CHARGE
ANOTHER $20 BANK CHARGE FEE FOR A TOTAL OF $50.00, and you may
no longer use Presto-Pay.

They will be joined by John Carson who was re-elected to another term. The newly elected directors are: Doug
Benevento, Dan Gerken and Meghan Silverthorn. This portends a better future for choice and charter schools in
DCSD as they work with Ryan Stuart, Justin Williams, and CIliff Stahl who are continuing members on the
BoE.

Many challenges lie ahead, but | believe that this new Board and the Interim Superintendent, Dr. Steve Herzog,
will meet them all with professionalism and a renewed level of accountability to the students and parents in this
community that they represent and serve. However, the commitment to ensure quality schools for our children
in a financially supported and accountable district belongs to everyone - the BoE, district and school leaders,
employees, parents, and the general community.
