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DO YOU THINK PRA SHOULD RE -DO IT'S PLAYING FIELD?

THE GOVERNING BOARD WANTS TO KNOW .

It is widely known that the PRA's soccer/turf field is not in tip top shap
Most would acknowledge that the turf has been a continuous problen
primarily due to a low grade watering system. As a result the ground
supremely hard during dry conditions and a muddy mess during wet.
uneven surface and severe slope also create problems with safety as
as drainage. PRA, working with our partner in ownership the Highlan|
Ranch Metro Districts (HRMD), spends grsificant chunk of money to
keep the field maintained and these problems continue.

The governing board has begun discussing possible ways the field cg
be fixed. These discussions have included the administration and HRF
and all are favorable to ppuing a new or relone field. However, the
board is mindful of the current economy and feels nothing should be
pursued without input and support from the PRA community of familig
and students. Data will be presented here, in flyers, through emadlt a
two community meetings in April. Please take some time to consider
facts and give your opinion via an online survey to be presented the I
week in April.

Here is a very brief description of the two options being considered
currently. It is pssible that this process will lead to the consideration ¢
further options. First, remove the existing field and replace it with an
artificial turf field (U10 size) surrounded by a four lane running track.
This option would be pursued in conjunction witRMD, who would
apply for a grant to fund half of the project cost. HRMD would contrib
a small portion of funds in addition to the grant, and PRA would be
required to fund a significant amount. The expense of this option wot
require fundraising.

Second, replace the turf. Remove the existing materigrade, amend
the soil, sod and install a commercial irrigation system. This option is
expensive, but grant funds are not available. HRMD is discussing its
financial participation in this ofn.

There are many questions you may have already. Look for more det3
informational flyers the week after spring break. Following that we wi
announce the dates of two informational meetings. Hopefully, we hav
encouraged your interest. If ybave initial thoughts or questions you
may email board members Ken Whatmore or Stacy Steglens
(kwhatmore@platteriveracademy.com)
(sstephens@platteriveracademy.com).
